Play Winds Down for the 1994 ABA Season

he 1994 ABA regular season winds to a close this month as the final slate of games are contested within each division. The pennant races are not the hot topic they have been in the past, with teams maneuvering for position going into the next year, and some “absentee” owners.





In addition to the computer manager teams of recent months (Cartel, Indians, Trenchers), this month the Barnburners joined the list of CPU teams. As with the other teams, the owners still “run” the teams, but play is delegated to the other owners and the computer manager. The pitching rotations are listed, as usual, later in the newsletter.





As mentioned last month, the league will hold these teams until the post season for each owner.


Their teams will be ineligible for post season play. All owners will choose whether to reassume full control upon the end of this play period. Barnburners and Indian ownership has indicated they intend to return to challenge in 1995.�

he ABA Commissioner has worked out a tentative scenario to split the paperwork and monthly management of the league for the 1995 ABA season. Molinelli believes that by keeping record keeping, roster changes, and statistical management in one place, league play will flow more smoothly.


“We saw delays this year for several reasons, but primary among them is that paperwork is done at league HQ, while disks are done elsewhere. Even this simplistic split of duties saw communication breakdowns. When even one team is adversely affected, then the system needs to be addressed” said a recent press release from the league offices.


Molinelli indicated that the tentative agreement would have Volthead owner Glen Baxley handling the disks, pitching rotations, roster moves and trades. By-Law issues, fines and financial record keeping stays at league HQ. The plan needs league ratification.�
End of the Season Wrap-up


In an effort to end the 1994 ABA baseball season in 1994 (gasp!) we will need to take care of a good deal of business. I know as well as anybody how the internal clock can be thrown off when the major leagues fail to finish a season....it seems like just yesterday that the World Series should have finished.....





In addition to playing out the fifth play period, and compiling the statistics, we need to look ahead to the off-season and prepare for the largest and most important free agent auction to date. In readying ourselves for that event, we need to establish a number of important factors.





Due to the premature termination of the major league season, we will be playing with only 111/162nds of a normal years statistics. PTP has issued the 1995 Player Disk and given files to every player who played at all in 1995, which confounds our limitations and restrictions. Several owners have written suggestions to this, and we will need to settle on one method which is simple and fair prior to the auction and draft.





The Free Agent auction itself may not only be by telephone this coming spring, but will likely be at NO CHARGE to our owners. Glen Baxley, our Secretary/Statistician elect, now works for MCI, and is trying to arrange a free conference call through his office via toll free calls to his location. This will allow our owners to call in from your small group gatherings as well as the separate locations without the inconvenience and cost of the last auction. It means that we can still have the camaraderie of the “live” auction which most of us truly enjoy.





I need to have confirmation from each owner as to whether or not they intend to continue as an ABA team owner also. Please indicate in writing by 12/3 if you intend to resign or continue.





Also, for every owner continuing into the 1995 ABA campaign, we need to set end of the year rosters and salary obligations. The attached team accounts and rosters should go a long way towards determining the financial status of each team through the coming off-season.





Aside from the strategy of claiming topper rights on expiring (eligible) players, there is the issue of cash. We can each only afford so many players. This year sees the best free agent crop of players yet, and many teams have a great deal of money to spend. Now we will see strategy at work. The winners in the coming years will be built or stabilized through Free Agent acquisitions.





Trading will begin immediately following the season with a few detailed exceptions. All trades must be by owners who are carrying their team forward (not resigning). Trades will only become finalized when BOTH trading owners have paid their 1995 dues. No trading of Topper Rights is permitted. Since eligible topper players have expired contracts, they cannot be traded either. Owners claiming and paying the topper fee must be the owner holding the player at season’s end.





I must compile the list of “topped” players by the 12/3 deadline in order to distribute the Auction listings by the end of December. That timeline will enable us to peruse the free agent lists for a while prior to the free agent auction, tentatively scheduled for January 14, 1995. There will be no changing the date to compensate for hockey games and vacations. Once the date is set, mark it down in stone, and plan on “being there”.





NO list drafting will be allowed. Every owner must be represented by a live human being. Each owner is responsible to make their plans to attend. Hefty fines will be levied for screwups.


The league will go to three divisions next year. Play schedules will be goofy, and divisional arrangements will be shuffled. Write in suggestions soon.�
